PART A – Solicitation  

1.0 Introduction

CH2M HILL Hanford Group, Inc. (CH2M HILL) acting under its contract with the U.S. Department of Energy – Office of River Protection, requests Offeror to submit a proposal for a Cost Plus Fixed Fee (Phase I) /Cost Plus Incentive Fee (Phase II) type of subcontract to provide Medium/Low Curie Waste Pretreatment Alternatives Project.  Part A of this Solicitation describes the proposal submittal requirements, instructions, and applicable exhibits/certifications.  Part B contains all of the solicitation exhibits.  Part C is the Model Subcontract, which contains all of the terms and conditions, attachments, and references that will govern performance of the work.
1.1 Buyer not obligated – Irregularities - Notification

CH2M HILL is not obligated to pay any costs incurred in the preparation and submission of Offeror’s proposal, nor required to enter into a subcontract or any other arrangement with Offeror.

2.0 Proposal Submittal

Offeror must transmit a signed original and the required number of copies via U.S. Postal Service or delivery service as identified in Sections 4.1.2 and 4.1.3.
2.1 Notification of Intent to Propose

CH2M HILL requests that each prospective Offeror notify the Procurement Specialist in writing no later than August 12, 2004 whether the Offeror intends to submit a proposal in response to this Solicitation.  The Offeror may transmit the notification to the Procurement Specialist via e-mail or fax.

2.5 Withdrawal

Offeror may withdraw its proposal by written or electronic notice received at any time prior to award.

2.6 Solicitation Amendments

The Procurement Specialist may issue an amendment to the solicitation to make changes or to resolve any problems regarding the solicitation.  The Procurement Specialist will issue the amendment in time for prospective Offerors to incorporate any changes into their proposals.  If this solicitation is amended, then all terms and conditions that are not amended will remain unchanged.  The Offeror shall acknowledge receipt of any amendment to this solicitation by stating in the proposal that the Offeror received the amendment and considered the amendment in formulating the proposal.
3.0 Basis for Award

CH2M HILL may award one or more subcontracts as a result of this solicitation.  Award will be made to the Offeror(s) most advantageous to CH2M HILL, price and other factors considered.  These documents provide the basis for CH2M HILL’s evaluation and are keyed to the selection process.  Offerors are also advised that CH2M HILL reserves the right to award a subcontract based upon initial offers and without further discussions with offerors.  Offeror should provide their best price and technical offers initially.

3.1 Qualification Standards 

Offerors who do not possess the minimum qualifications and resources necessary to perform the proposed work are not encouraged to incur proposal and other expenses involved in competitive submissions.  The following Qualification Standards must be met in their entirety in order for an Offeror to be considered for award.
3.1.1 Standard No. 1

The Offeror, or designated lower-tier subcontractor, must have existing capability to receive and treat radioactive waste samples that will be provided in Phase II of the Statement of Work.  The Offeror, or designated lower-tier subcontractor, must hold a current Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) radioactive material license or must be exempt from NRC license requirements as defined in 10 CFR 30.12, 40.11 and 70.11 in order to receive, store and otherwise manage the radioactive waste samples.  Prior to shipment in Phase II, the Offeror, or designated subcontractor, must confirm that the inventory in their facility plus the material being received falls within the constraints of their NRC license as applicable.

3.1.2 Standard No. 2

The Offeror is required to have an acceptable Quality Assurance (QA) program covering the analytical methods employed, as demonstrated by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) or state certification of the program.  Certification through other QA standards, such as ISO17025, is an acceptable alternative, as long as the laboratory can demonstrate analytical proficiency through periodic analysis of performance evaluation samples.

3.1.3 Standard No. 3

The Offeror must demonstrate that it has an operational job order accounting system or equivalent that allows the Offeror to track costs by individual contract or contract line item.  The system should be able to segregate costs by contract type, i.e. firm-fixed price, costs plus fee, labor hour, etc. Offeror must provide documentation that they have an adequate accounting system for government contracting purposes that has been approved by the Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) or an equivalent, i.e. a statement from a Certified Public Accounting (CPA) firm.  Offeror must provide, as required and applicable, DCAA audit reports and other financial data that CH2M HILL needs to properly administer any resulting contract.
3.1.4 Standard No. 4

The Offeror must have an average Experience Modification Rate (EMR), Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) Recordable, and Lost Workday case rate(s) of (1.0, 3.2, and 0.64), respectively, or less, for the previous three (3) years and show an improving trend in safety performance.
3.2 Evaluation Criteria - Best Value Selection Process

After the Offeror meets the Qualification Standards, the Offeror’s proposal will then be evaluated against the Technical and Cost Evaluation Criteria.  CH2M HILL will evaluate and rank proposals using a tradeoff process.  A tradeoff process allows for an award to other than the lowest priced offeror or highest technically rated offeror, but which, in the opinion of the evaluators, represents the “best value.”  Proposals will be evaluated based on the qualifications demonstrated in the offer. The Technical Evaluation Criteria represent eighty percent of the total evaluation.  The Cost Evaluation encompasses twenty percent of the total evaluation with the lowest evaluated price receiving the maximum consideration.  
Overall price and other evaluation criteria, including the following, will be used in determining best value:

· Pretreatment System Concept

· Technical Approach

· Past Performance and Experience in Comparable Work

· Ability to Perform Work Within Schedule Constraints

· Organization, Controls and Systems

· Price

The following are the selection evaluation criteria to be used to evaluate and select the proposals that are in the best interest of CH2M HILL and the Government.  Pricing will be weighted and scored.

3.2.1 Technical Evaluation Criteria (80%)

The technical evaluation criteria are listed in their relative order of importance with Pretreatment Concept and Technical Approach of equal value.  Past Performance and Experience is of significantly less value than Pretreatment Concept and Technical Approach.  Organization, Controls and System is of slightly less value than Past Performance and Experience, and Schedule Constraints is of significantly less value than Past Performance and Experience.  Offerors will be evaluated in the following areas:

1. Pretreatment Concept:  The Offeror’s concept for the Pretreatment Process will be evaluated on its ability to achieve the Pretreatment System needs for supplemental treatment.  The evaluation will be based on the successful application of the Offeror’s concept to similar processes, the maturity of the Offeror’s concept, and the Offeror’s description of deployment of the concept.  Areas that contribute to the evaluation of the concept will include:

· Ability to integrate with existing tank farm facilities, Waste Treatment Plant, and Supplemental Treatment Bulk Vitrification system including system safety considerations 
· Scientific feasibility and maturity of approach 

· The degree to which secondary waste is generated
· Permit requirements 
· Cost to deploy concept 

2. Technical Approach: The Offeror’s plan for evaluating and demonstrating its technology will be evaluated based on the following elements: 

· Extent to which the Offeror’s proposal addresses all aspects of the Statement of Work 

· Laboratory testing:  Offeror’s approach for conducting the proposed laboratory testing (to be defined in more detail in the Testing and Demonstration Plan submitted as  Phase I deliverable 4.1.1-2 and Phase II deliverable 4.2.1-2 in the SOW), including an assessment of the number and scope of experiments to be performed, and the type of data to be generated.

· Engineering analysis:  Offeror’s plan to provide sufficient engineering analysis to support development of a Pretreatment Process Plan (milestones 4.1.4-2 and 4.2.4-2 in the SOW).

· Computer modeling:  Offeror’s plan to support computer modeling of the Pretreatment system flowsheet.
3. Past Performance and Experience in Comparable Work:

a. Past Performance


The Offeror will be evaluated on its performance under existing and prior contracts regarding the execution of work similar to the Statement of Work in type, scope, complexity, or risk.  The Offeror’s past performance in completing contracts within cost and schedule will be evaluated.



Performance information will be used for both a responsibility determination and as an evaluation factor.  The evaluation will focus on information that demonstrates quality of performance relative to the size and complexity of the procurement under consideration.  Information regarding past and present performance may be obtained by CH2M HILL from independent data as well as data provided by Offerors. 

b. Experience 

The Offeror will be evaluated on experience associated with performing commercial, academic, Department of Energy (DOE) and/or Department of Defense (DOD) work scope.  An emphasis will be placed on experience focusing on:

i. Laboratory and engineering studies related to hazardous and/or radioactive waste treatment applications involving simulants, radioactive materials, computer modeling of lab work, and projecting/scaling up from lab and computer work
ii. Offeror being a part of a team that deployed the results of their past laboratory and engineering studies to achieve projected results.
4. Organization, Controls and Systems:  The Offeror’s Organization, Controls and Systems will be evaluated to ensure that the required ability to perform the Statement of Work is available.  Proposed teaming arrangements and joint ventures will be reviewed in detail to ensure a seamless organizational and management structure has been proposed and can be effectively implemented during the solicitation’s performance. The Offeror’s technical expertise and depth; management experience, including the experience proposed key technical and management personnel will also be evaluated.  This evaluation will emphasize the experience associated in all aspects of mixed waste treatment applications.  The Offeror’s effectiveness in building a project team, optimizing and measuring subcontract performance, providing support to budget formulation and execution will also be evaluated. 
5. Schedule Constraints:  The Offeror will be evaluated on its ability to perform the work within the schedule constraints specified in the solicitation and resource availability in critical areas. 
3.2.2 Price Evaluation (20%)

The price evaluation will encompass the following areas:

1. Financial Responsibility: CH2M HILL will make a determination of the Offeror’s financial capability to perform on any resultant award.
2. Price Evaluation: The price evaluation will focus on the proposed estimate and cost elements for reasonableness.  The price evaluation will be incorporated with the technical evaluation to provide guidance to the Source Selection Officer in completing the selection process.

Volume I, Technical Proposal

Volume II, Business and Price Proposal

Criterion 1 (Pretreatment Concept): The section is a brief description of the concept proposed to meet the requirements of the Statement of Work.
