1) Revise Part A, Section 2.3 Deadline to extend the due date of proposals:  Proposals are due by 4:00 Pacific Daylight Time on October 25, 2004.
2) Revise Part A-Solicitation, Section 4.1.3.2. Cost Proposal Form to instruct the offeror to not include any cost for the National Laboratory in its cost proposals.  The National Laboratories are do permitted to be included in the competitive process.
3) Correction made to Part C Model Subcontract, Section 9.6, Phase II Incentive Fee Payment Schedule, Table on the top of Page 41 of 43 under the requirements for the “Criteria Met” for the various percent of total incentive fee pool payable was corrected by deleting Table 4 and now reads as following: “… all minimum acceptable requirements of Table 2.”
