	DESCRIPTION OF AMENDMENT

	     
Amendment 1 to Solicitation 175072 is issued to incorporate questions and answers as well as extend the proposal due date as stated above:
1. What is the Solicitation expectation regarding “Professional Liability” or “Errors and Omissions” Insurance?

              This RFP does not require that the suppliers hold  "Professional Liability" or "Errors and Omissions" insurance.   The onsite provisions in the RFP provide the suppliers with the insurance requirements and. "Professional Liability" or "Errors and Omissions" insurance is not identified as a requirement.  However, given that this RFP addresses IQRPE, independent inspection services that are required by WAC and DOE requirements, it would be prudent for the supplier of these services to consider such insurance.  Although not required, evidence of "Professional Liability" or "Errors and Omissions" insurance will be favorably considered during the evaluation of the supplier submittals.

2. Can you provide some background for the requirement in Section 12.3 of this Solicitation for the electrical PE oversight of the NEC inspector?  This requirement is not normal industry practice nor is it a requirement commensurate with the normal duties of a registered professional engineer in the State of Washington.

             It is agreed that Section 12.3 of the SOW for Requisition 175072 requires revision to remove the requirement for the Electrical PE oversight of the inspector.  The revised section is to indicate that oversight of the inspector is to be provided the ‘Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) for the NEC at Tank Operations Contract.  Normally this oversight will be provided by the Engineering member of the AHJ.  See revision of this section below:

12.3     National Electrical Code (NEC) Inspector

NEC Inspectors shall be an International Association of Electrical Inspectors (IAEI) Certified Electrical Inspector. 

Inspections shall be performed by an IAEI Certified Electrical Inspector with oversight provided by the ‘Authority Having Jurisdiction (AHJ) for the NEC at Tank Operations Contract. The NEC Inspector must meet the following:

General electrical inspector certification awarded by the International Association of Electrical Inspectors (IAEI) or the International Congress of Building Officials (ICBO), and

· At least four years of experience as a journeyman electrician installing and maintaining electrical equipment, or

· Two years of electrical engineering training at an accredited college and four years of continuous practical electrical installation work, or

· Four years of electrical engineering training at an accredited college and two years of continuous practical electrical installation work.

The award Statement of Work will include the change to Section 12.3.
 3.   We have a question regarding our understand with following section of the SOW:
 
11.0     Training:
 
Hanford General Employee Training (HGET) is mandatory for work on the Hanford Site. Tank Farm Contractor facility specific training (e.g. TFC-HGET) shall also be completed as required, and all training necessary to access radiologically controlled areas.  Persons accessing the Tank Farms under this SOW shall meet the requirements of Entry and Exit Controls, TFC-ESHQ-RP_ADM-C-15.
 
Currently entry to the Tank Farms will require an individual to be qualified and mask fit for air purifying respirators (APRs) and for fresh air breathing systems.
 
TFC will schedule and furnish Hanford Site-specific training courses at no additional cost to the Subcontractor.  The Subcontractor shall be responsible for all wages of their employees while attending Hanford-site training.  Subcontractor personnel attendance at Hanford specific training must be approved in advance by TFC.The Subcontractor is responsible to ensure all Subcontractor employees attend training as scheduled by TFC.

 

We interpret this to mean that at the TFC will pay for all Hanford site-specific training courses, and all wages of subcontractor employees while attending Hanford-site training as long as the training is approved in advance.  However, the subcontractor must provide an invoice for the subcontractors hours while in said training.  Is this correct?

       As stated in section 11.0 Training, the Tank Farm Contractor will cover the cost for Site-Specific training courses and the Subcontractor will cover all wages while taking the training.
