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DOE SEEKS INPUT ON NEW DRAFT HANFORD RIVER CORRIDOR CLOSURE SOLICITATION
The Department of Energy (DOE) is asking interested firms to review and comment on a new draft request for proposals for closure of the Hanford Site River Corridor.
The scope of the new draft solicitation will result in the closure of Hanford’s 210-square-mile River Corridor.  This encompasses the 100 and 300 Areas, 400 Area facilities (except the Fast Flux Test Facility) and the 600 Area waste sites, including a phased cleanup of the 618-10 and 618-11 burial grounds.

Interested firms are invited to provide comments on the new draft solicitation by January 17, 2004.  Following an information exchange with industry, DOE will decide whether to cancel the original solicitation for River Corridor cleanup.
