B.     Contract Modification No. 218 provided a Notice to Proceed (NTP) with an NTE budget 

authority of $500,000.00 for work scope associated with performance of interim corrective 
actions related to the Hanford Site CBDPP as identified in Mod 218.  Contract 
Modification No. 229 revised the interim corrective actions related to the Hanford Site 
CBDPP and increased the NTE budget authority by $250,000.00, for a total NTE of 
$750,000.00.  As stated in paragraph A above, this modification increases the NTE budget 
authority by $1,533,000.00, for a total budget authority of $2,283,000.00 prior to the 
definitization of WCH-REA-112 in accordance with Contract Clause I.70.  WCH is 
authorized to perform the work identified in this modification up to this authorized NTE 
amount.  Do not exceed the NTE budget amount provided herein without prior approval 
from the Contracting Officer via a modification to increase this amount.  Notify the 
Contracting Officer in writing with your rationale if the NTE amount is insufficient to 
proceed with the identified work.   

 
C. This modification does not add additional funds to the contract.  Accordingly, work under 

the contract, such as that described herein, must be performed within the amount of funds 
which have been incrementally allotted to the contract in accordance with Clause I.57, 
"FAR 52.232-22 Limitation of Funds (Apr 1984)." 

 
D. This modification provides DOE-RL approval of WCH’s request for a 30-day extension in 

the due date for submittal of the REA proposal to December 23, 2010, as requested by 
WCH Letter No. CCN 153963 (see E.1. below).
