1. A revision to the CBDPP Corrective Action Plan (CAP) as delineated under Contract 

Modification No. 218 due to concerns by outside stakeholders and DOE. 
2. A new consensus approach that requires 60 percent, 90 percent, and 100 percent group 

presentations and reviews.  As a result, all previously closed CAP items will be re-
evaluated and reworked per the new objective evidence criteria. 

3. DOE-directed All-Hands President Meeting and make-up sessions will be held. 
4. Risk Communication Training will be conducted in accordance with the CBDPP CAP.  
5. Participate on committees formed in 14 out of 25 topical areas identified to-date.
