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or substitution shall be made by the Contractor without the written consent of the Contracting Officer, provided
that the Contracting Officer may ratify in writing such diversion or substitution and such ratification shall constitute
the consent of the Contracting Officer required by this clause. Unless approved in writing by the Contracting
Officer, no Key Personnel position will remain unfilled by a permanent replacement for more than 60 days. The
Key Personnel list shall be amended during the course of the Contract to add or delete Key Personnel as
appropriate and approved by the Contracting Officer.

(a) Anytime the overall RCC Project Manager is replaced or removed for any reason under the Contractor's
control within two (2) years of being placed in the position, Earned and Interim Fee will be reduced by
$1 ,000,000. In addition, each time any of the other Key Personnel proposed (except the Transition
Manager) are replaced or removed for any reason under the Contractor's control within two (2) years of
being placed in the position, Earned and Interim Fee will be reduced by $500,000 for each removed or
replaced individual.

(b) The Contractor may request, in writing, that the Contracting Officer waive all or part of a reduction, if
special circumstances exist. The Contracting Officer shall have sole unilateral discretion to waive or not
waive all or part of a reduction.
