Washington River Protection Solutions, LLC (WRPS) hereby submits the following document, together with
attachments, as the Subcontracting Plan to satisfy the applicable requirements of the Small Business Act
(Public Law 85-536, as amended) as well as Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 52.219-8 and FAR
52.219-9, Small Business Subcontracting Plan (SEP 2006) — Alternate IT (OCT 2001).
