Overview

This section of the report is intended to provide an executive-level performance overview. Unless
otherwise noted, all information is as of June 2007.

Included in this section are descriptions of significant accomplishments considered to have made the
greatest contribution toward safe, timely, and cost-effective cleanup; progress against the contract with
RL; project cost summary analysis; and overviews of safety and critical issues that identify the high-level
challenges to achieving cleanup progress.

TPA Milestone M-91-12 was completed on June 14, 2007, five months ahead of schedule, with
thermal treatment of 600 m3 of mixed low-level waste (MLLW).

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Milestone Performance

Milestones represent significant events in project execution. DOE Enforceable Agreement milestones were
established to provide high-level visibility to critical deliverables and specific status on the accomplishment
of these key events. The FY 2007 Enforceable Agreement milestone information provided herein is based
upon the current baseline including RL-approved changes. Changes from month-to-month in both the total
number of milestones to be completed and in the forecast status of upcoming milestones are the result of
BCRs approved during the reporting period.

Enforceable Agreement milestone, M-091-421, “Treat 3,000 Cubic Meters Contact-Handled Transuranic
Mixed Waste (CH-TRUM) by December 31, 2006,” was not completed. Identified within the PHMC
Statement of Work (SOW) as unachievable, the milestone’s completion is projected to be September 30,
2008. The issues are currently being addressed through the TPA dispute resolution process.

Enforceable Agreement milestone, M-034-32, “Complete Removal of K East Basin Structure,” due March 31,
2007, was also not completed. This milestone’s completion is projected outside of the FH contract term.
The TPA dispute resolution process is also addressing the issues associated with this milestone. (NOTE:
Because both of these milestones are identified within the SOW as unachievable, they are not included in
the table below.)

Note: Beginning with this report, the table below reflects data from the Hanford Site Technical Database,
as the updates to the Central Milestone Module (the previous data source) have been discontinued.
