SECTION B:

The objective of this work is to obtain a modular office building suitable to be installed at the U.S. Department of Energy’s Hanford Site near Richland, Washington. This will be a multi-use administrative office building with meeting space, office space, restrooms, and kitchens. It is expected that prospective subcontractors have a commercial design of a modular office building that can be readily used for this requirement.

Washington River Protection Solutions, LLC (WRPS) is the U.S. Department of Energy’s Tank Operations Contractor at the Hanford Site. WRPS is experiencing a sudden growth of staffing that necessitates the need for additional administrative office facilities.  This need is projected to last at least through 2017 with the potential for many years beyond.
