1.0
Objective
To provide ultrasonic testing (UT) services for the double-shell tanks (DSTs) in support of Tank Operations Contract (TOC) and the Double-Shell Tank Integrity Project (DSTIP). This arrangement is to be for one year with three, one year renewable options. 
2.0
Background/Introduction
This work supports periodic reassessment of DST integrity, in accordance with Washington Administrative Code Dangerous Waste Regulations (WAC 173-303).  This work also provides input to estimates of remaining useful life of DSTs, and to decisions on managing risk of DST failure.

3.0
Scope
· Subcontractor shall provide a copy of their NDE program which will include their procedures on how they conduct Ultra Sonic Testing. These procedures shall address items like but not limited to how the calibration of equipment is performed prior to and after performing UT Testing. 

· Provide nondestructive examination (NDE) personnel qualified and certified in accordance with the recommended guidelines of the American Society of Nondestructive Testing SNT-TC-1A, or ASNT CP-189, latest ASME code accepted edition as well as trained in the operation and maintenance of the Force Institute PSP-4 crawler and associated equipment required to perform ultrasonic testing of Double Shell Tanks.

· In accordance with the following table, subcontractor will perform ultrasonic examination of portions of the tank, vertical walls, vertical and horizontal weld heat affected regions, and secondary liner bottoms.

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· Evaluate and interpret the inspection data and provide inspection data sheets and electronic records to the organization preparing the UT examination reports for each tank listed in the deliverables section below.

· Support the preparation of the UT examination report being prepared for each tank listed in the deliverables section below. 
· The subcontractor shall have a local place of business with enough space to allow their employees to become efficient in using the crawlers, testing new technology, and performing repair and adjustment to the UT equipment. Anticipated space needed is estimated to be 2000 square feet.  

· The subcontractor will be provided a spare parts inventory to be used for maintaining the UT equipment. This inventory and the UT equipment shall be stored in a protected indoor facility not exposed outdoor weather elements. The spare parts shall be inventoried every six months. Inventory discrepancies shall immediately be brought to the attention of the WRPS Project Manager and BTR.

· Subcontractor will be provided Government Furnished Equipment (Crawlers and ancillary equipment) and a Spare Repair Parts inventory. These materials and equipment shall be protected at all times. In accordance with the QAR and the subcontractors property management plan. 
· Subcontract will be allowed to purchase repair parts once prior approval has been obtained from the WRPS Project Manager and BTR.  

· The UT testing will be conducted on a 4 x 10 schedule Monday through Thursday. If needed, a shift extension of 8 hours on may be required at the discretion of the WRPS Project Manager and BTR.

7.0 ESH&Q Requirements

7.1 Quality Assurance Requirements

The Subcontractor shall conduct work in accordance with a Quality Assurance Program (QAP) that meets the equivalent of American Society of Mechanical Engineers (ASME) NQA-1-2008, Quality Assurance Requirements for Nuclear Facility Applications, including NQA-la-2009 Addenda.  If the Subcontractor has a QAP based on something other than NQA-1, a verification matrix is to be provided to WRPS to provide a crosswalk of the Subcontractor's QAP to NQA-1 requirements.  The Subcontractor’s program shall be submitted for review/approval against the requirements identified on site form A-6006-661 Quality Assurance Requirements dated__08/20/2015 _______. 

7.1.1 Supplier Quality Assurance Program
The Subcontractor's Quality Assurance Program shall be subject to review at all times, including prior to award.

7.1.2 Supplier Quality Assurance Program Changes

The Subcontractor shall, during the performance of this subcontract, submit proposed changes to their approved quality assurance program to the WRPS Buyer for review and concurrence prior to implementation.
7.1.3 Quality Assurance Oversight


WRPS personnel will co-ordinate with the subcontractor to conduct scheduled and periodic oversight of activities or products associated with this scope of work.
7.2 Price-Anderson Amendments Act Requirements
The subcontractor shall comply with Article 2.11 entitled, Price-Anderson Amendments Act (PAAA), contained in the General Provisions and shall have a process in place to ensure that noncompliance documentation that affects work performed for WRPS, is submitted to WRPSPAAA@RL.Gov.

Subcontractor personnel shall be trained to the nuclear safety rules consistent with their specific position and assigned work.

7.3 Special ESH&Q Requirements
Preliminary hazard assessment PHA ID: 32 is to be used for general office duties performed in TOC-controlled office facilities and/or observations/walkthroughs in tank farm non-radiological and radiologically controlled areas, including soil contamination areas and buffer areas, requiring a General (Not Specific) Radiological Work Permit (RWP) only.  Observation activities only are allowed; no hands-on work activities may be performed.  No ladder/scaffolding access is allowed.  Prior to performing any other activities, a job hazard analysis (JHA) must be completed to cover the activities to be performed.  The JHA must be approved by a TOC Safety Representative.

PHA ID: 505 lists the type of hazards that may be encountered while performing this scope of work.  In addition to the requirements set forth herein, Contractor shall comply with all current WRPS environmental, safety, and health procedures that apply to companies and persons performing work either on the Hanford Site or on WRPS controlled premises.  In the event there is a conflict between the provisions of this document and the safety and health regulations or procedures, the more stringent provision shall apply.

8.0 Verification/Hold Points

There are currently no hold points identified in the scope of this work.  If the subcontractor identifies the need for hold points during this work, these should be coordinated with WRPS before they are implemented.

Work Location/Potential Access Requirements

Access to the affected tank farms is required.  WRPS Operations support is required to set up examination equipment and locations.  
Hanford General Employee Training (HGET) training and site security badges are required for this work.  
Access may be necessary to vapor control or exclusion zones within the tank farms and requirements for respiratory protection will be specified prior to each entry.
11.0
Training
The Subcontractor is expected to provide properly trained and qualified staff to perform the type of work specified.  The Subcontractor shall maintain company and regulatory required certifications and qualifications for personnel. 
All Subcontractor staff supporting this task shall complete the following training as needed for site and facility (including tank farms) access:

· TOC HGET

· Building Emergency Plan Familiarization

· Radiological Worker II Training

· 24-Hour Hazardous Waste TSD Worker

· Respirator User (Mask Fit)

Site specific training may be required over and above the aforementioned training. This training will be provided by WRPS.  

Personnel assigned to execute the work shall be fully capable to enter the Tank Farms.  Training and preparation consisting of but not limited to:  mask fit for respiratory protection, radiation training, whole body count, blood analysis for Mercury Vapors and having the ability to enter into the Tank Farms and other requirements as they are directed.  WRPS will advise the Subcontractor of changes or increase in requirements.
12.0
Qualifications
It is highly desired that Subcontractor personnel shall have applicable on-site experience at Hanford and/or other DOE facilities. 

The Subcontractor shall provide personnel highly skilled and they must possess unique professional experience in areas needed to perform this work, with demonstrated company training, current certifications and any licenses needed to perform these activities.  
Necessary qualifications for executing this work which will include the following:
· Management Structure

· Capable of understanding UT equipment and data

· Level III Inspector

· Level II Inspector
13.0
Special Requirements
Under no circumstances shall the Subcontractor work beyond the scope identified in the approved subcontract release or commit resources on behalf of WRPS.

A data evaluation meeting scheduled by the Subcontractor will be held bi-weekly, or as directed by the Project Manager with the NDE Level III and the WRPS Technical Authority to discuss the fidelity of the UT data that is being taken.

Points of discussion are as follows:

· Comparison of the current UT measurements being acquired against the previous UT measurements acquired from the tanks being examined.

· Differences between the first pass and second pass scans associated with the current vertical wall, vertical/horizontal weld, liquid air interface, secondary liner, upper haunch and knuckle UT examinations.

Prior to submittal of the UT data collected, a collective agreement between WRPS and NDE Level III will assure that the UT data collected is acceptable for each UT activity conducted and presented. 
Subcontractor shall be responsible to provide personal wear items for each of their employees associated with conducting work in the field. This will consist of steel toed safety boots, personal safety eye wear (including mask glasses) and inclement weather wear. WRPS will provide expendable items such as hard hats, gloves, and rad zone clothing. 

Use of Government Vehicles

There is no anticipated need for any Subcontractor employees to use a Government-furnished vehicle in the performance of this statement of work.  The Subcontractor’s employees, therefore, are specifically prohibited from driving any Government-furnished vehicles under the performance of this statement of work unless this statement of work is formally so modified by the parties and the employee(s) will present a valid driver’s license to the BTR for review.

Government Property

The subcontract will be provided Government furnished equipment and required to correctly operate the PSP-4 crawler and associated equipment on site needed to perform Ultrasonic test of the above mentioned tank.  All PSP-4 crawler and associated equipment will be staged on site by the TOC for the subcontractor.
14.0
Reporting/Administration
The Subcontractor’s Project Manager or NDE Level III shall provide weekly project status as requested.

· The Subcontractor shall provide monthly estimate at completion and/or actuals to as well as an estimate to complete projection.

· The Subcontractor shall provide an estimated percentage complete of all assigned schedule activities as part of the weekly project schedule status.

· Status reports are required; frequency is to be weekly. This information will be used to determine focus on this job and used to validate time cards/invoices.  Transmittal via E-mail to the Project Manager, Budget Analyst, and BTR is preferred.  The format is not specified; however the following elements must be included.

· Task status

· Estimate of completion date

· Any issues requiring assistance from WRPS

· Amount spent to date

· Estimate of final cost
·   Subcontractor will be requested to attend meetings and/or training as directed by the BTR.

· Meetings will include but is not limited to, safety meetings, status meetings or tailgate discussions.  Training may include but is not limited to computer-based training, attendance at informational briefings (job related training and updates) and various other sessions as requirements dictate.
